Whilst all the other albums mentloned
above spawned at least one top 30 hit
before they were released, Chapman's
album succeeds despite the fact that its
introductory single — the title track —
peaked at number 61 last week, though
was aggressively marketed in no fewer
than seven different editions. It dips to
number 75 this week, and provides proc
positive that album success and singles
success don't necessarily go hand-in-hand

Meanwhile, Tina Turner's "Foreign
Affair', which holds at number two, has
already sold over 200,000 copies.
