Kylie's first
LP, ‘Kylie — The Album’, also debuted at
number one immediately after it was
released |4 months ago.

‘Enjoy Yourself' sold nearly 100,000
copies last week, and though Kyliephiles
will no doubt be delighted with it, I'm
afraid that its playing time of less than 33
minutes represents poor value for'money,
whether at its full price of £7.79, or the
more commonly discounted £5.99. Of all
the number one albums of the Eighties,
none has been so short.
